2. The two most important notes of a scale are numbers 1 and 8 they are known as the TONIC NOTES.

3. The 5th note of the scale is known as the DOMINANT.
4. The third not of the major scale is the MEDIANT.  
5. When the 1st, 3rd, and 5th notes of a scale are played together, we hear a CHORD or TRIAD.

6. When we hear a cello play A 220, the other frequencies that show up are MULTIPLES of 220 hz.
